On Sunday, March 22, the 
new “Move Over” law will be in 
effect.  This law requires all 
motorists who are approach-
ing any stationary vehicle with 
flashing lights (police, fire, am-
bulance, tow truck, etc.) to 
proceed with due caution, 
slow down to a reasonable 
and safe speed, and change 
lanes so as to not pass di-
rectly next to the stationary 
vehicle if it is possible and 
safe to do so.  This law is an 
important tool to help protect 
first responders in dangerous 
and potentially deadly situa-
tions.
