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�����The May forum of the North Quabbin Community Coalition focused on the recent work of the Youth Policy Board. The 
YPB offers an opportunity for everyone working with youth and young people themselves to share information develop ser-
vices to meet local need and to plan for the future. This year, the Community Coalition for Teens secured a Federal grant 
from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) to work with the YPB to develop a strategic 
plan to address the issue of preventing youth substance abuse. This plan will then enable the Coalition to apply for an imple-
mentation grant to carry out strategies to address prevention across the North Quabbin region. 
 

     The group selected a title for the project and has dubbed it Youth CHOICe (or Creating Healthy Options in the Commu-
nity). To date, the group, along with partners from all sectors of the community, has assessed available information and data 
that indicates what areas are the priority to be addressed. Data collected includes surveys completed by parents, youth in 
grades 8 through 12, community health needs assessment information as well as criminal justice information. Data was re-
viewed in the context of where youth behavior locally rests in relation to the County as well as the rest of the state. Three pri-
mary areas have been selected and the forum offered an opportunity to begin to work on each of these areas. First, the area 
of Laws and Norms is to be addressed. Laws are not just the laws of a state or community governing use of alcohol tobacco 
and other drugs, but also refer to enforcement and capacity of a community to effectively implement existing laws. Norms 
refers to what is considered the “normal” or acceptable standard for behavior, not only by young people themselves but also 
the standard expectations of parents and adults in the community. Second the area of Parental Attitudes Toward Substance 
Abuse and Anti-Social Behavior. There was a clear disconnect between surveys with parents regarding their attitudes about 
this issue and data collected from youth who do not believe that parents care. Finally the area of Rewards for Pro-Social In-
volvement. Rewards are not just formal recognition for youth actively involved in community and school activities but also 
refer to being recognized for positive behavior throughout their experiences. 
 

     As year one of the Youth CHOICe Project draws to a close, the Youth Policy Board is forming work groups to develop 
strategies to address the three areas identified. The NQCC is interested in engaging a broad cross-section of the community 
to better reflect community ideas and interest.
