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     The February forum of the North Quabbin Community Coalition featured a presentation 
on the Myths and Realities of Sex Offenders Within Our Community. The NQCC has em-
barked on the next phase of the Sexual Assault Prevention Project, which has focused for 
the past four years on the prevention of child sexual abuse. Community trainings have been 
based on the model that promotes adult responsibility in a community to keep children safe. 
The Sex Offender Management Project takes this model to the next level in that the focus is 
on keeping the community safe by preventing re-offending by known offenders. 
 

     The NQCC was awarded a grant by the Executive Office of Public Safety to support hir-
ing a Sex Offender Management Coordinator (Mark Fitzpatrick). The goal is to develop a 
comprehensive approach to the management of offenders within the region. A local Council 
was formed that looks at recognized best practice in the field and to promote policy that sup-
ports prevention efforts. Mark’s role is currently focused on developing and implementing 
community education; supporting local law enforcement; working to provide specialized sex 
offender treatment locally; and to work with local clergy on developing Safe Congregation 
protocols. 
 

     Many people believe that most offenders are registered on the Mass. State Registry and 
that law enforcement officials provide close monitoring of all those registered. Many be-
lieve that the court system has placed restrictions on where offenders can live, work and 
what kind of contact they may have with children and others. These are simply myths. Only 
15 % of offenders are actually tried and convicted of a sexual offense leaving 85% of of-
fenders unnoticed within the community. Only 2% of offenders are actually monitored by 
way of parole or probation and even less offenders have restrictions as to residence or em-
ployment. 
 

     Many facts are still unknown as to why these offenders commit such acts. Some of the 
facts that we do know are that offenders can be prevented from re-offending. Specialized 
treatment for sex offenders is available locally and, although certainly not a cure, can help to 
monitor progress and the safety of those around the offender. Stress, and an offender’s own 
response to that stress, can create an increased risk of relapse and a cycle which can spiral 
negatively toward a re-offense. When offenders have access to stable employment, housing 
and other social supports they are much less likely to re-offend. 
 

     The North Quabbin region has been recognized as a statewide leader in the prevention of 
sexual assault particularly against children, but there is still much more to learn. It is impor-
tant that every member of the community recognize warning signs and take action. The 
NQCC has trained an additional group of local trainers who can provide a variety of training 
topics to meet the needs of any community group. An educated community results in a safer 
community for everyone.

Low-Income &  Social Secur ity recipients must file a 2007 tax  
return to receive the Economic Stimulus Check 

·  How do people qualify for a stimulus tax rebate check? 
 Generally a person has to have more than $3,000 in income. Even if a person does not have 
 any earned income they can still qualify for a stimulus tax rebate check if their Social Security 
 benefits, Veteran's Affairs (VA) benefits, and/or railroad retirement benefits equal at least $3,000 
 annually. 
·  To qualify, they must file a 2007 tax return on IRS Forms 1040 or  1040A with the IRS  
 (even if their income is normally low enough that they are not required to file).  
·  I f they file a tax return, how much are they eligible for?  
 In most cases, they will get payments ranging from $300 to $600.  Payments increase by $300  
 for families with dependent children under the age of 17.
