The 
need for support to local residents and families has continued to grow despite 
budget cuts made over Fiscal year 2009 which has reduced many services avail-
able to meet this need. In this critical time of economic uncertainty, it becomes 
even more apparent that the community must come together in order to survive. 
Communication and sharing of information will become crucial to those living in the 
region who are in need of services and supports. 
 

     The one surety in all of our futures is that of change. As everyone has experi-
enced, change is, in itself, a challenge. How the community moves through this 
difficult time and take advantage of the opportunities which are presented will be 
the true indicator of the strengths that exist within the North Quabbin. 
 

     The passage of the Federal Economic Stimulus bill has resulted in one of the 
truly bright spots in a gloomy economic climate. The Franklin Hampshire Career 
Center will be hosting its largest Summer Youth Employment program in over 8 
years. The program will employ over 300 youth across the area. Young people 
must be between 14 and 24 years of age, income eligible or fall into one of several 
categories which allow eligibility. The goal is to provide age-appropriate, meaning-
ful employment opportunities to youth to better ready them for a successful future. 
By learning critical employment skills, these youth will become a part of the labor 
market and be better equipped to meet the changing needs of the economy into 
the future.
