“DIAL/SELF Youth & Community Services.”
ACT Community Service Center for Hampshire, County, Franklin County and the North Quabbin is a centralized
resource where people can find ways to help in their community. ACT posts service opportunities in over a hundred
organizations in the arts, education, environment, and health and human service fields.

YouthServe AmeriCorps Program is a corps of people who commit a year of their lives to serving at-risk youth in
Franklin & Hampshire Counties. Together they provide over 20,000 hours in service to local youth. In return, they
receive a modest living allowance and an education award. This year, YouthServe has 14 slots of our 16 available
slots filled. We continue to look for two more individuals to fill our corps, including one in the North Quabbin.

RISE program enhances student learning and development by forging partnerships between schools and communi-
ties and by bringing community resources into schools. RISE places a “Resource Coordinator” in the school to work
with students, teachers, administrators, and parents to identify needs for enhanced programming and services. The
Resource Coordinator then works with local businesspeople, service agencies, and volunteers to bring services and
programs to the school.

Step Program is a residential independent living program with sites in Greenfield, Turners Falls, and now the North
Quabbin. The program serves young adults aged 16-21, as they transition from foster care or homelessness to living
independently in safe, stable circumstances. The program's newly strengthened Aftercare component begins even
before the participant's entry into the program, and may continue on a voluntary basis for up to two years after the
participant's transition out of the program.

TeenLine Program is a program that provides basic needs to youth ages 11-22 including case coordination. Ongo-
ing work with youth regarding finding employment, a doctor, applying for health insurance, substance abuse help,
etc. We offer a resource and referral hotline for youth, families, and community members. All TeenLine sites have
food pantries for teens, and after school drop-in services. Street & school outreach is a component of this program.

North Quabbin — DIAL/SELF is a smaller, integrated program which combines Step (Transitional Living) and
TeenLine services. In addition, only in the NQ do we offer clinical support to teens and their families. New faces at
our NQ- DIAL/SELF include Jen Hansen, TeenLine Youth Worker and Marcus Collins, AmeriCorps member.
